Destination

Our destination is the Bridger National Forest, located in the Wind River Range of the Rocky Mountains in central Wyoming, near the town of Pinedale. After acclimating ourselves to the higher altitudes by spending a couple of days in Wyoming (including a brief visit to the Grand Tetons), we will hit the trail about ten miles outside Pinedale, near Fremont Lake. The trailhead is at about 8,300 feet of elevation. From there we will hike about 15 miles up into the higher elevations, then hike a loop of about ten miles up and over the Glover Pass with a maximum altitude of about 11,000 feet, then hike 15 miles back to the original trailhead. The total route is about 40 miles.
What to Bring

	Road Bag
	Small duffel containing Troop T-shirts and other clothing and toiletries for the road trip to and from Pinedale plus first day trail clothing and hiking boots. Note: The toiletries in this bag are not the same as those to be packed in the backpack, below - we will only have access to the road bag while travelling to and from Pinedale.

	
	

	Trail Bag
	Trail backpack previously approved by the trip leaders containing the items in the attached gear list (and nothing more!) plus a share of the trail food (passed out at July 30 Troop meeting).  All backpacks will remain in the van while on the road. Note: As stated above, trail clothes and boots for the first day on the trail should be packed in the road bag, not the backpack, so we can avoid having to get into the backpacks ahead of hitting the trail.

	
	

	Maps
	Everyone must bring the topographic maps they were issued.

	
	

	Personal Entertainment Items
	May be used only while traveling in the vans, not on the trail.  Will be locked in the vans while we’re on the trail.
