Important 2013 Summer Camp Information

SCOUTS AND PARENTS PLEASE READ all the information below so everyone is prepared for our week of Summer Camp at Ransburg Scout Reservation.
What to Bring

· Refer to the last page for a complete list of what to bring.
· Don’t forget your Scout Handbook, merit badge booklets, paper and pen, complete Class A uniform and Class B tee shirts, and a small backpack to use during the day.

· Bring a bag lunch or snack to eat on the ride to camp.  Pack it in your small backpack along with a filled water bottle and keep this with you for the ride to camp.

· What not to bring – cell phones, IPODs, Gameboys, any electronic equipment.

Merit Badges

· Be sure to complete any requirements which are indicated to be done prior to camp.

· If you would like to make changes to your schedule, tell an adult leader.

· Any materials needed are available for purchase at the camp’s Trading Post. 
· Some merit badges have extra fees and these should be paid by the Scout at the first merit badge class on Monday.  

· Anyone taking the Swimming merit badge must bring a long sleeve shirt and a pair of long pants for the ‘float’ test.  Nylon pants and shirt work best.

Schedule

· Sunday July 14    Be at the St. Ignatius back parking lot by 9:00 am.   Please wear your red Class B shirt.  Check-in at Ransburg begins at 1:00.  One of the first activities will be a swim test for each Scout.  Therefore, it is important that all Scouts wear their swim trunks under their shorts on Sunday, since there is no time or place to change.   On Sunday evening there is an opening ceremony at 8:15.

· Monday – Friday     We will rise early for Flag-raising, followed by breakfast at either 7:15 or 8:00.  Merit Badge classes are scheduled 9:00-12:00 and 2:00 -5:00 with lunch either at 12:15 or 1:00.  Following the flag-lowering ceremony, dinner is served at either 5:45 or 6:30.  There are optional evening activities each night with details posted once we get to camp.  On Wednesday, all Troops cook their own meals at their campsite and Troop 850’s resident chef Mr. Ciolino will supervise this activity.
· Saturday July 20   Clean-up, break camp, and arrive at St. Ignatius around 1:00 pm.  Please wear your clean, maroon Class B shirt for the trip home.

Miscellaneous

· Medications   Put all medications in their original containers along with specific instructions in a zip-loc bag labeled with the Scout’s name and ‘850’ visible.  We will collect them before leaving St. Ignatius.

Please limit spending money to a reasonable amount ($20 - $25 for the week plus extra for any required merit badge supplies).

WHAT A SCOUT NEEDS TO BRING TO CAMP

1. Completed medical form signed by parent or guardian, and physician.  Also include a copy of parent medical insurance card (front and back).

2. Complete Class A uniform (shirt, pants, belt, and socks).  Do not bring neckerchief or slide.
3. Class B tee shirts (see the list of colors on the previous page)

4. At least five pairs of socks.  (Some Scout socks for use with summer uniform).

5. Towels (2) and washcloth.

6. At least five changes of underwear.

7. Swimming trunks.

8. Sleeping bag and sheet or light blanket

9. Poncho or raincoat – A MUST.

10. Sunscreen and hat.

11. Extra pair of shoes (For wet weather) – At least one pair of boots -- A MUST

12. Duffel bag or foot locker

13. Soap, toothbrush, toothpaste and comb.

14. Flashlight with extra batteries.

15. Scout Handbook

16. Notepaper, pencil or pen

17. Mosquito repellent – roll-on or cream only - No aerosol cans.

18. Canteen or water bottle 

OPTIONAL

1. Camera and film



2. Compass


3. Pocket knife with TOT’N’CHIP card  (Sheath knives not allowed.)

4. Fishing pole and tackle (Do not bring live bait – camp will have available)

5. Backpack and backpacking tent (if needed for specific merit badge requirements)

6. Personal cooking utensils (if needed for specific merit badge requirements) 

7. Long-sleeve shirt and long pants (if needed for specific merit badge requirements—ex. Swimming)
8. Hiking boots  (if needed for specific merit badge requirements)
9. Snacks (labeled with your name) – They must be kept in the troop trailer. No food in tents!!
